Brothers and Sisters in Christ, �

Fall is a wonderful time of the year, especially for sports 

fans, especially for football fans.� Watching football again, 

a contact sport, has brought a different view of the faith to 

mind for me and that is contact.� With all that is going on �

in the world, and especially in the Church, it can be easy to 

slip in to a place where we don’t belong.� Of the three that 

Fr. Kevin identified a couple weeks ago before Mass, mine 

is the cynic.� If I’m not careful, I can become consumed in 

the bad news and it absolutely can make me cynical. �With 

that in mind, and I guess because of fall football, I’ve been 

thinking about how I am contacting the faith.�

�

Contact with the Sacraments first and foremost, especially 

the Sacrament of the Eucharist.� Every sacramental 

contact with Jesus changes us and 

sometimes He gifts us to be aware of 

the change.� Recently the Lord has 

made me aware of changes in my 

attitude from the beginning of Mass 

to the end, mostly in an attitude of 

giving the benefit of the doubt.� It’s 

going to take a very long time to 

work out all that is shaking the 

Church right now and the Lord will separate the wheat 

from the chaff in His time.� In the meantime, it is easy for 

us to slip into premature judgments.� For example, this 

person is good and that person is bad when in reality for 

much of what is happening, we simply don’t have enough 

knowledge yet to dig in deep on our judgments, of course, 

excepting the always deplorable behavior at the foundation 

of the scandal.�

�

Contact with Jesus through 

prayer.� This is not a time to let our 

prayer life slip up in the 

least.� Considering that Bishop �

Zubik has announced a Year of �

Repentance, I’ve started to bring 

some of my Lenten practices in to 

my life as well.� If you haven’t heard about it yet, here’s the 

first line in the announcement on the diocesan 

website.� Bishop David Zubik has announced a Year of 

Repentance in which all clergy of the Diocese of Pittsburgh 

are asked to fast and pray for the purification of the Church 

in light of the scandal of child sexual abuse, and all 

Catholics are invited to join in.�

�

And lastly, contact with the 

team.� We need each other now 

more than ever.� Maintaining 

contact with close friends who are 

Catholic have helped me stay from 

slipping into being cynical.� Last 

weekend I was blessed with two 

specific incidents that were so 

encouraging.� In speaking to one 

young adult, she expressed how she and her friends talk 

about how exciting it is that theirs is the generation that 

will be called to rebuild the church.� I was also fortunate 

enough to have lunch with the men of St. John the Baptist 

who were on retreat.� After our meal a few of us stuck 

around for some armchair analysis of how we got here and 

what the Church of the future might look like.� It was very 

encouraging to sit with good men of great faith.� I walked 

away from that conversation feeling like no matter how bad 

it gets in the near future, together we will make it 

through.� How blessed we are to be called to such a great 

team.�
